BACKGROUND:
Current law requires the driver of a vehicle involved in an accident to provide the other driver(s) involved in the
accident with their name and address, the registration number of the vehicle, and the name and address of any other
occupants of the vehicle. Insurance information is not currently required to be exchanged by the drivers involved in
an accident.
