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Measure Description: 
Exempts sexual assault victims from arrest or prosecution for offense related to purchase or possession 
of alcoholic beverage by person under 21 years of age if evidence of offense was obtained because of 
contact with law enforcement agency or emergency medical services to report assault or obtain 
assistance.
