Establishes Task Force on School District Spending. Specifies task force membership. Requires report to the
Legislative Assembly by September 1, 2018. Sunsets task force by December 31, 2018. Declares emergency, effective
on passage.

BACKGROUND:

According to the National Center for Education Statistics, Oregon's total current expenditures for public elementary
and secondary education per pupil are $9,183. The state's total revenue is $6,160,157,868, which falls approximately
S5 billion below the U.S. average.
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
