Provides that person engages in unlawful trade practice if person publishes on website related to 
person's business, or in consumer agreement related to consumer transaction, statement or 
representation of fact in which person asserts that person, in particular manner or for particular 
purposes, will use, disclose or dispose of information that person requests, requires or receives from 
consumer and person uses, discloses or disposes of information in manner not in accordance with 
person's state
