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Measure Description: 
Prohibits eye bank, tissue bank, procurement organization, hospital or physician from considering any 
disability of potential recipient of anatomical gift and from requiring individual with disability to 
demonstrate ability to perform major life activity substantially limited by disability upon receiving 
anatomical gift.
