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Measure Description:

Subject to enumerated exceptions, expands definition of "independent expenditure" to include aggregate
expenses of $750 or more that refer to candidate or political party within 30 calendar days of primary
election or 60 calendar days of general election.

Analysis:
The proposed legislation has been determined to have

MINIMAL EXPENDITURE IMPACT

on state or local government.

While this individual measure has a “Minimal” fiscal impact, an agency may incur a net fiscal impact
greater than minimal depending on the cumulative impact of all measures enacted into law that affect
the agency.
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
