Impact Explanation:

The OLCC budget contains the funding to support the Commission’s retail expansion plans. These
plans are expected to boost overall sales by approximately 3%. With the additional outlets, the sales
gains are expected to carry forward into future biennia. The resulting increase in revenue is expected to
generate an increase of $9.2 million in apportionment to the General Fund and $7.2 million to cities and
counties in the 2017-19 biennium.
