Summary of Revenue Changes
House Bill 3078 is funded with two General Fund appropriations totaling $8.0 million. The first appropriation is made to the Criminal Justice
Commission in the amount of $7.0 million, while a second appropriation is made to the Department of Justice in the amount of $1.0 million.

Summary of Public Safety Subcommittee Action

House Bill 3078 makes changes and modifications to several public safety programs and sentences for crimes. It increases the limit for short-
term transitional leave from prison from 90 to 120 days, and modifies two Measure 57 crimes (theft in the first degree and identity theft) to

permit shorter presumptive sentences with stricter supervision. Additionally, the Family Sentencing Alternative Pilot Program is expanded to
include offenders who are pregnant at the time of sentencing and also requires courts to impose participation in the program under certain

conditions. The Criminal Justice Commission is directed to study the impact of these changes on prison use, recidivism, and public safety and
report the results of the study to the interim committees of the Legislative Assembly no later than February 1 of each year.

The Subcommittee approved a $7.0 million General Fund appropriation to the Criminal Justice Commission for the Justice Reinvestment
Initiative and directs the funding to be used for supplemental grants toward downward departure prison diversion programs provided by
counties. The Subcommittee also approved a $1.0 million General Fund appropriation to the Department of Justice, Crime Victims' Services
Division and services for victims of domestic and sexual violence.
