WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Authorizes court and State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision to impose reasonable residency restrictions,
as condition of supervision, on persons convicted of stalking or violating stalking protective order. Prohibits court and
Board from requiring offender to move if victim moves to location that would otherwise cause offender to be in
violation of conditions.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
ORS 137.540 and 144.102 authorize the court, and the State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision,
respectively, to impose special conditions of supervision based on the circumstances of the offense and the offender.
These statutes expressly authorize the court and the Board to impose specific residency requirements on persons
convicted of a sex crime or certain assaults. Senate Bill 714-A grants similar authority to these entities to impose
reasonable residency requirements on persons convicted of stalking or violating a stalking protective order.
