SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires each post-secondary institution of education to provide Department of Education and
Higher Education Coordinating Commission with number of Oregon high school graduates from each
school district enrolled at institution and graduation rate at institution for Oregon high school
graduates from each school district.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to Oregon high school graduates at post-secondary institutions of education.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Each post-secondary institution of education that operates in this state shall
annually provide to both the Department of Education and the Higher Education Coordinat-
ing Commission:

(1) The number of Oregon high school graduates from each school district who are en-
rolled at the institution; and

(2) The graduation rate at the institution for Oregon high school graduates from each
school district.

SECTION 2. The reporting requirements set forth in section 1 of this 2017 Act first apply
to the 2018-2019 academic year.
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
