A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to prescription drug coverage for medical assistance recipients; amending section 13,

chapter 827, Oregon Laws 2009; and repealing ORS 414.742.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 414.742 is repealed.

SECTION 2. Section 13, chapter 827, Oregon Laws 2009, as amended by section 1, chapter 569,
Oregon Laws 2013, is amended to read:

Sec. 13. (1) The amendments to ORS 414.334 by section 10, chapter 827, Oregon Laws 2009, be-
come operative on January 2, 2014.

(2) The amendments to ORS 414.325 by section 8, chapter 827, Oregon Laws 2009, become op-
erative on January 2, 2018.

(3) The repeal of ORS 414.742 by section 1 of this 2017 Act becomes operative on January
2, 2018.
