On page 14, after line 14, insert:

“SECTION 9. (1) The Attorney General and the Director of the Oregon Health Authority,
or their designees, shall develop and implement a plan for incorporating advocates for do-
mestic and sexual violence survivors into the workforce of traditional health workers under
ORS 414.665 to increase access by medical assistance recipients to services provided by the
advocates.

“(2) In developing the plan described in subsection (1) of this section, the Attorney Gen-
eral and the director, or their designees, shall consult and collaborate with coordinated care
organizations, as defined in ORS 414.025, the Oregon Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual

Violence and other groups that advocate for survivors of intimate partner violence.”.
