Permits law enforcement agency to use unmanned aircraft system for purpose of investigating
unlawful taking of wildlife.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to unmanned aircraft systems.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2017 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 837.310 to

837.345.

SECTION 2. Notwithstanding ORS 837.310, a law enforcement agency may operate an

unmanned aircraft system, acquire information through the operation of an unmanned air-

craft system or disclose information acquired through the operation of an unmanned aircraft

system for the purpose of investigating a reasonable suspicion that a person has committed

the unlawful taking of wildlife in violation of ORS 498.002.
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
