SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure.

[Requires Environmental Quality Commission to adopt by rule grant program for providing fund-
ing to local service providers to develop and implement woodstove replacement rebate programs.]
Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Environmental Quality for [awarding
grants under grant program.] supporting community efforts to improve economic development
and public health by reducing emissions from solid fuel burning devices that burn wood.
Declares emergency, effective [on passage] July 1, 2017.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to wood smoke pollution; and declaring an emergency.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appropri-
ated to the Department of Environmental Quality, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2017,
out of the General Fund, the amount of $1,000,000, to be deposited in the Residential Solid
Fuel Heating Air Quality Improvement Fund for the purpose of supporting community ef-
forts to improve economic development and public health by reducing emissions from solid
fuel burning devices that burn wood.

SECTION 2. This 2017 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2017 Act takes effect
July 1, 2017.
