Delete lines 33 through 45 and delete pages 3 through 5.

On page 6, delete lines 1 through 34 and insert:

“SECTION 2. The amendments to ORS 342.122 by section 1 of this 2017 Act become op-
erative on July 1, 2018.”.

In line 35, delete “5” and insert “3”.

On page 7, line 31, delete “6” and insert “4”.

After line 39, insert:

“SECTION 5. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appro-

priated to the Teacher Standards and Practices Commission, for the biennium beginning July
1, 2017, out of the General Fund, the amount of $1,700,000, for deposit into the National Board
Certification Fund established by ORS 342.122.

“SECTION 6. Notwithstanding any other law limiting expenditures, the limitation on
Oregon Laws 2017 (Enrolled House Bill

5038), for the biennium beginning July 1, 2017, as the maximum limit for payment of expenses

expenditures established by section 1, chapter __,
from fees, moneys or other revenues, including Miscellaneous Receipts, but excluding lottery
funds and federal funds, collected or received by the Teacher Standards and Practices Com-
mission, is increased by $1,700,000 for the purposes of ORS 342.122 (5).”.
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
