A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to overtime for certain salaried exempt employees.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. The Commissioner of the Bureau of Labor and Industries shall study meth-
ods to modernize and streamline existing overtime rules for individuals who engage in ad-

ministrative, executive or professional work.
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
