SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Provides that person may not operate unmanned aircraft system so that unmanned aircraft sys-
tem hovers over privately owned premises of another for more than 60 seconds. Provides exceptions.
Makes violation punishable by maximum of $1,000 fine.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to unmanned aircraft systems; and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2017 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 837.300 to

837.390.

SECTION 2. (1) Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, a person may not

operate an unmanned aircraft system so that the unmanned aircraft system hovers in one

location in the air over the privately owned premises of another for more than 60 seconds.

(2) Subsection (1) of this section does not apply to:

(a) Use of an unmanned aircraft system as authorized by the Federal Aviation Adminis-

tration.

(b) Use of an unmanned aircraft system by a law enforcement agency under ORS 837.335.

(3) Violation of subsection (1) of this section is a Class B violation.

SECTION 3. This 2017 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2017 Act takes effect

on its passage.
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
