On page 1 of the printed A-engrossed bill, line 2, after the semicolon insert “creating new pro-

visions; and”.

On page 6, after line 24, insert:

“ SECTION 4. The Department of Corrections, in consultation with the State Board of

Parole and Post-Prison Supervision, shall:

“(1) Determine annually:

“(a) The number of persons considered for waiver under ORS 144.102 (7)(d) of the condi-

tion of post-prison supervision requiring the person to reside for the first six months after

release in the person’s county of residence at the time of the offense resulting in

imprisonment; and

“(b) The number of persons actually granted waiver under ORS 144.102 (7)(d) and the

specific finding authorizing the waiver; and

“(2) Submit a report containing the data described in subsection (1) of this section to the

interim committees of the Legislative Assembly related to the judiciary in the manner pro-

vided in ORS 192.245 no later than January 31 of each year.

“ SECTION 5. Section 4 of this 2017 Act is repealed on February 1, 2022.”.
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
