On page 8, line 7, delete “$2.5” and insert “$2”.

Delete lines 11 through 14 and insert “for costs associated with testing for elevated levels of
lead in water used for drinking or food preparation.”.

In line 22, delete “326.125 and” and delete “4 to” and insert “5 and”.

After line 23, insert:

“SECTION 9. The Oregon Health Authority, in consultation with the Department of Ed-
ucation, representatives of school districts, education service districts and public charter
schools and other interested stakeholders, shall adopt mandatory guidelines no later than
January 1, 2019, for use by school districts, education service districts and public charter
schools in testing for, and reducing exposure to, elevated levels of lead in water used for

drinking or food preparation under plans described in section 1 of this 2017 Act.”.
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
