A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to victims’ right to facilitated dialogue.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. For the biennium beginning July 1, 2017, and each biennium thereafter, the

Department of Corrections may allocate $  from the Department of Corrections

Account for the purpose of funding facilitated dialogue program services necessary to comply

with victims’ rights.
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
