SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Department of Veterans’ Affairs to establish employment bridge program for veterans
seeking to obtain certain professional and occupational licenses.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to employment bridge program for veterans.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Department of Veterans’ Affairs shall create an employment bridge

program for veterans that provides the following services:

(1) Enrollment of veterans who served as military medics in nurses’ training schools

chartered or approved pursuant to the laws of this state or in paramedic training or certi-

fication programs in this state.

(2) Enrollment of veterans with military vehicle experience in classes or programs that

provide expedited commercial driver education, leading to obtaining a commercial driver li-

cense in this state.

(3) Enrollment of veterans who served as military police officers in accelerated basic law

enforcement academy training at the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training,

leading to becoming a public safety employee in this state.
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
