SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Prohibits party to state collaborative process for resource management plan development from
filing suit related to any subject of collaborative process until collaborative process is complete.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to collaborative resource management planning.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. A person who is a party to a collaborative process initiated by a state agency

and related to the development of a resource management plan to govern the actions of state

agencies may not file any action or suit against the State of Oregon in state court alleging

a claim that is related to a matter that is a subject of the collaborative process until after

the date that the collaborative process is deemed to be complete by the initiating state

agency.
