HOUSE BILL 2020

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 3, delete “458.505,” and “469.060”.

In line 4, after “ORS” insert “468A.210,”.

On page 4, after line 2, insert:

“(5) The board shall hold public hearings and provide an opportunity for
public comment in carrying out the board’s activities under this section.”.

In line 15, delete “and”

After line 15, insert:

“(i) The Energy and Climate Director;

“(G) The Director of the Department of Land Conservation and Develop-
ment;

“(k) The Director of the Housing and Community Services Department;

“(L) The Director of the Department of Consumer and Business Services;
and”.

In line 16, delete “i” and insert “m”.

Delete lines 20 through 25 and insert:

“(2) The committee shall, as requested by the Oregon Energy and Climate
Board, collaborate to identify and evaluate existing programs, policies and
activities in order to make recommendations to the Oregon Energy and Cli-
mate Board and the Legislative Assembly on ways to coordinate state poli-
cies, programs and activities related to energy and climate, with a focus on

better coordination of policies or programs so as to increase the effectiveness
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of efforts to reduce greenhouse gas emissions in Oregon while achieving the
mission and purpose of each agency represented on the committee.”.

After line 28, insert:

“(4) Nothing in this section may be construed to limit the authority of
any state agency to carry out state policies, programs or activities related
to energy and climate.”.

Delete lines 29 through 45 and insert:

“CLIMATE POLICY AND PROGRAM PROPOSAL

“SECTION 8. (1) The Oregon Department of Energy and Climate,

in coordination with the Oregon Energy and Climate Board, shall de-
velop and submit a proposal, including recommendations for legis-
lation, for restructuring this state’s policies and programs related to
greenhouse gas emissions or climate change, with the goals of ensur-
ing that:

“(a) The State of Oregon has a designated agency that is charged
with a definitive leadership role in climate policy and program coor-
dination, development, analysis and prioritization;

“(b) All state climate policies and programs are administered in a
well-coordinated manner that positions this state to achieve the
greenhouse gas emissions reduction goals set forth in ORS 468A.205;
and

“(c) All agencies of the executive department have systems in place
to accurately evaluate:

“(A) The effectiveness of climate policies or programs administered
by the agencies;

“(B) Future objectives related to climate and how those objectives
may be best achieved in a coordinated manner; and

“(C) Additional greenhouse gas mitigation strategies that may be
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1 pursued by the agencies.

2 “(2) The department and the board shall submit the proposal re-
3 quired by this section to the appropriate interim committees of the
4 Legislative Assembly no later than September 15, 2018.”.
