“SECTION 36c. Section 36d of this 2017 Act is added to and made a

part of ORS 475B.010 to 475B.395.

“SECTION 36d. (1) The Oregon Liquor Control Commission shall

certify one or more service providers that meet the qualifications set

forth in subsection (2) of this section for the purpose of processing and

keeping records of transactions occurring between licensees, consum-

ers and other entities or individuals authorized under the laws of this

state to engage in the business of producing, processing, selling or

testing marijuana items, as identified by the commission by rule.

“(2) A service provider is qualified to be certified under this section

if the provider:

“(a) Is a level one payment card industry data security standard

validated provider;

“(b) Is certified by Europay, MasterCard and Visa;

“(c) Is capable of integrating with a minimum of 50 payment

processors;

“(d) Is able to demonstrate that the provider has made more than
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20 million transactions in each month during the 24-month period

preceding the date on which the provider applies for certification; and

“(e) Meets any other qualification established by the commission

by rule.”.
