On page 1 of the printed bill, delete lines 25 through 30.

On page 2, delete lines 1 and 2 and insert:

“(A) The city shall evaluate the land that is within the study area using
criteria established by the commission and criteria in an acknowledged
comprehensive plan and land use regulations and shall select as much land
as necessary to satisfy the need for land from land that:

“{) Is designated as an urban reserve under ORS 195.145 in an acknowl-
edged comprehensive plan;

“@1) Is subject to an acknowledged exception under ORS 197.732;

“(i11) Is nonresource land; or

“(iv) For a city east of the summit of the Cascade Mountains with a
population of 80,000 or more, is designated as agricultural land in a county
comprehensive plan, is on a tract of land of 320 acres or less, has not been
in active commercial farm use in the previous five years and, regardless of
soil irrigation, consists predominantly of a soil complex composed primarily
of soil classes VII and VIII, as determined by the United States Department
of Agriculture Natural Resources Conservation Service.”.

On page 4, lines 17 through 45, delete the boldfaced material.

On page 5, line 1, after “section” insert “, including but not limited to
provisions that require a city east of the summit of the Cascade Mountains

with a population of 80,000 or more to evaluate and select as a first priority
