SENATE BILL 683

On page 1 of the printed bill, delete lines 5 through 17 and insert:

“SECTION 2. (1) For each election held in this state, each elector

who requests a large print ballot as a reasonable accommodation for

a disability shall be provided with a return identification envelope that

may be returned by United States mail at no cost to the elector.

“(2) Upon request, the state shall reimburse a county, city or dis-

trict for the costs of complying with subsection (1) of this section.”.

On page 2, line 43, after the bracketed material insert “A county, city or

district may choose to provide electors with a return identification envelope

that may be returned by United States mail at no cost to the elector. The

county, city or district shall bear the cost of providing a return identifica-

tion envelope that may be returned at no cost to the elector under this par-

agraph.”.

On page 4, line 23, delete “business reply mail under section 2 of this 2017

Act” and insert “United States mail at no cost to the elector”.
