“ORS 475B.520 and” and delete the third “and”.

In line 4, after “1057)” insert “, and sections 11 and 11a, chapter ___,

Oregon Laws 2017 (Enrolled Senate Bill 56)”.

On page 2, line 27, delete “month” and insert “quarter”.

On page 7, delete lines 19 through 30 and insert:

“EXCLUSIVELY MEDICAL LICENSEES

“SECTION 17. If a city or county enacts or has enacted an ordi-

nance prohibiting or allowing marijuana processing sites registered

under ORS 475B.435 or medical marijuana dispensaries registered un-

der ORS 475B.450, the governing body of the city or the county may

amend the ordinance, without referring the amendment to the electors

of the city or county under ORS 475B.800, to prohibit or allow the

premises of a licensee, as those terms are defined in ORS 475B.015, that

has been designated an exclusively medical licensee under section 24,

25, 26 or 27, chapter 183, Oregon Laws 2017 (Enrolled Senate Bill 1057).

“SECTION 18. If Senate Bill 56 becomes law, section 11, chapter ___,

Oregon Laws 2017 (Enrolled Senate Bill 56), and section 11a, chapter
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___, Oregon Laws 2017 (Enrolled Senate Bill 56) (repealing section 17

of this 2017 Act), are repealed.”.

On page 13, after line 13, insert:

“SECTION 30. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the Oregon Health Authority, for the

biennium beginning July 1, 2017, out of the General Fund, the amount

of $250,000, which may be expended for carrying out the provisions of

this 2017 Act.

“SECTION 31. ORS 475B.520 is repealed.”.

In line 14, delete “30” and insert “32”.

In line 17, delete “31” and insert “33”.
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
