PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

SENATE BILL 398

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “credit;” delete the rest of the

line and line 3 and insert “and prescribing an effective date.”.

Delete lines 5 through 31 and delete pages 2 and 3 and insert:

“SECTION 1. (1) As used in this section, ‘employer’ has the mean-

ing given that term in ORS 652.210.

“(2) The Commissioner of the Bureau of Labor and Industries shall

adopt rules, in collaboration with groups that advocate for low income

people, to require employers to provide written notice to each em-

ployee of the state and federal earned income tax credits. The notice

must:

“(a) Be in English and the employee’s primary language.

“(b) Be sent annually with the employee’s federal form W-2.

“(c) Provide website addresses for the Internal Revenue Service and

the Department of Revenue where the employee can find information

about the state and federal earned income tax credits.

“(3) The Bureau of Labor and Industries shall include, in any poster

regarding the state minimum wage, notice to employees of the state

and federal earned income tax credits.

“SECTION 2. The Employment Department shall provide informa-

tion to recipients of unemployment insurance benefits about the state

and federal earned income tax credits.
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“SECTION 3. This 2017 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the

date on which the 2017 regular session of the Seventy-ninth Legislative

Assembly adjourns sine die.”.
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
