Extends sunset on provisions allowing retired member of Public Employees Retirement System to be reemployed by 
participating public employer as teacher of career and technical education without loss of retirement benefits. 

Includes class size as mandatory subject of school district collective bargaining. 

Removes ability of consumer reporting agency to charge fee for placing, temporarily lifting or removing security freeze
on consumer report, for creating or deleting protective record or for placing or removing security freeze on protective 
record for protected consumer or for replacing lost personal identification number, password or similar device for 
consumer. 

Prohibits consumer reporting agencies from charging certain fees related to security freezes on consumer reports or 
protective records.
