Directs education provider to provide access to certain personnel records of school employee if another education 
provider is considering employment of school employee. 

Requires school districts to allow homeschooled students and students who attend public charter schools to participate 
in interscholastic activities, regardless of whether activities are governed by voluntary association that administers 
interscholastic activities. 

Establishes Task Force on Rural Education. 

Directs Chief Education Office to conduct study on recruitment, retention, mentoring and professional development of 
educators who serve students from student groups that may be at risk for experiencing achievement gap. 

Directs Department of Education to conduct study related to school dropouts. 

Provides that Deputy State Treasurer or Deputy Secretary of State may serve on State Board of Education.
