CARRIED OVER FROM THE 02/06/2018 MEETING: Proposes amendment to Oregon Constitution to allow 
municipal corporations to use certain bonded indebtedness to finance capital costs of affordable housing, with certain 
limitations. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 02/06/2018 MEETING: Permits individual to create first-time home buyer savings 
account with financial institution to pay or reimburse account holder's eligible costs for first-time purchase of single 
family residence. Increases amount of fees charged and collected by county clerks to record or file certain real property
documents and transferred to Housing and Community Services Department accounts for housing-related programs.
