been decided by state legislators. This is the job of the legislators as stated in the Constitution.

A referral invites out of state anti-democracy special interest groups to spend millions of dollars in
Oregon to influence this campaign. The Koch brothers have pledged to spend 400 million this year
on "politics and policy to shape November’s midterm elections nationwide." Oregon will see
some of this money if NPV becomes a ballot measure.
