House Bill 4162 extends the current long term care nursing facility provider assessment through 
2026. The current long term care assessment sunsets mid-biennium 2019-2021. Extending the 
sunset provides stable, predictable Medicaid funding for vulnerable Oregonians who require 
long term care services in nursing facilities. 

This assessment has been in place since 2003 and has provided nearly $2 billion in federal 
matching and assessment dollars to serve vulnerable Oregonians in nursing facilities.
