Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee on Energy 
and Environment to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means.  
 
The measure allocates $500,000 of Lottery Funds to the State Forestry Department to support projects on federal 
lands.  The measure also requires the Governor and Oregon Solutions to develop recommendations regarding 
goals for the Good Neighbor Authority Agreement.
