Stalking and intimate partner violence takes the lives of Oregonians every year. According to the Oregon 
Health Authority(1): 

• From 2003 to 2012, 256 people were killed in the context of intimate partner violence (IPV) in 
Oregon.  

• Most homicide victims were women and children. 
• More than 80% of female victims of intimate partner homicide were killed by their current 

spouses or boyfriends. 
• Most male victims are killed by someone other than an intimate partner. 
• Firearms are a common mechanism of death among IPV-related deaths. 
• In 2015, the Center for Diseases Control and Prevention reported (2) that homicide was the fifth 

leading cause of death for women between 18 and 44 years of age. 
• More than 90% of these women were killed by their current or former intimate partner. 
• The risk of death increases five-fold when an abuser has access to a firearm. (3) 
• Seventy-six percent of intimate partner femicide victims has been stalked by their intimate 

partner. (4) 
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
