BACKGROUND:

The Oregon Business Development Department, more commonly known as “Business Oregon,” is the state’s
economic development agency. The Department’s core functions include: rural community development and
infrastructure financing; business retention, expansion, and recruitment; promotion of exports and international
trade; industry research and development and entrepreneurship; small business assistance; and support for arts and
cultural organizations.
