Impact Explanation: Under current law, the Long Term Care (LTC) facility assessment sunsets at the end of
the 2019-20 fiscal year (FY). This bill allows the Oregon Department of Human Services to continue to collect
assessment on LTC facilities (also known as nursing facilities) for six more years. LTC facility assessments will
fetch matching federal funds. With the changes in this bill, the FY 2020-21 assessment will bring about an
estimated $72.4 million. For the 2021-23 biennium, the LTC facility assessments are estimated to be $156.3
million.
