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SUMMARY

Clarifies timing for filing statement of contribution or expenditure.

Permits nonaffiliated elector to make request for major party primary ballot electronically, in
person or by mail.

Permits candidate who acts as own treasurer, or treasurer of principal campaign committee, to
provide initial information regarding bank account up to one business day after filing statement
of organization.

Prohibits candidate who cannot take office from appearing on ballot in district elections.
Extends time frames for filing officer duties regarding write-in candidates.

Ends requirement that Secretary of State conduct random ordering of letters of alphabet for
ballots with only one candidate.

Resolves conflict in definition of “independent expenditure.”

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
