Impact Explanation:  
 
The measure will result in a revenue loss due to decreased reinstatement and hardship applications. DMV 
estimates a decrease of 2,591 reinstatements and 50 hardship permits during the 2017-2019 biennium, and 
10,364 reinstatements and 50 hardship permits during the 2019-2021 biennium. The amended measure resolves 
conflicts with another bill (HB 4055, and possibly HB 4062) that changes the category of the permit. The 
amendment also makes it permissive for the court to suspend driving privileges instead of mandatory.
