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NOTICE OF NO REVENUE IMPACT 
 
 

The Legislative Revenue Office has reviewed the proposed legislation and determined that it 
has No Impact on state or local revenues analyzed by this office.  The funds mentioned in the 
measure are a repartitioning of the current amount $1.25 million quarterly going to the OLCC. 
 
The measure funds enforcement programs through a transfer of revenue off the top of collections.  
$875,000 to the Oregon Liquor Control Commission for deposit in the Marijuana Control and Regulation 
Fund established under ORS 475B.296; and $375,000 to the Oregon Criminal Justice Commission for 
deposit into the Illegal Marijuana Market Enforcement Grant Program Fund established in section 15 of 
this Act. The transfers start in 1/1/2019 and sunset on 1/2/2023.  
The Illegal Marijuana Market Enforcement Grant Program is established to assist cities and counties with 
the costs incurred by local law enforcement agencies in addressing unlawful marijuana cultivation or 
distribution operations. Providing financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies and district 
attorneys in rural areas to address, investigate, and prosecute unlawful marijuana cultivation or 
distribution operations.
