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SUMMARY 

Provides that person may not create, attach, assert or claim possessory lien on motor vehicle 
unless person performs service that complies with certain statutes and that involves making, 
altering, repairing, transporting, storing, providing services for, supplying material for or 
performing labor in connection with motor vehicle and person is franchised motor vehicle 
dealership, holds towing business certificate or creates, attaches, asserts or claims lien against 
abandoned motor vehicle. 

Requires person other than franchised motor vehicle dealership, person that holds towing 
business certificate or person that creates, attaches, asserts or claims lien against abandoned 
motor vehicle to have in effect valid surety bond in amount not less than $20,000 before making, 
altering, repairing, transporting, storing, performing services for, supplying materials for or 
performing labor in connection with motor vehicle. 

Permits owner of motor vehicle to bring action and obtain damages and other relief. 
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
