WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

Directs the Oregon Department of Transportation, the Department of Administrative Services, and the Department
of Justice to designate a statewide electronic procurement system and write rules for implementation; creates two
pilot programs - one to test “reverse auctions” and one to test a 30% weighting requirement for price in
procurements; and requires regular reporting on the progress of the pilots and the new e-procurement system to the
Governor and the Joint Committee on Information Technology.
