HOUSE AMENDMENTS TO
A-ENGROSSED HOUSE BILL 4133

On page 3 of the printed A-engrossed bill, delete lines 30 through 43 and insert:

“(14)(a) All meetings and activities of the committee are exempt from the requirements of ORS
192.610 to 192.690.

“(b) All information obtained, created or maintained by the committee is:

“(A) Confidential and exempt from disclosure under ORS 192.311 to 192.478; and

“(B) Not admissible in evidence in a judicial, administrative, arbitration or mediation proceed-
ing.

“(c) Committee members may not be:

“(A) Examined as to any communications to or from the committee or as to any information
obtained or maintained by the committee; or

“(B) Subject to an action for civil damages for affirmative actions or statements made in good
faith.

“(d) This subsection does not limit the discoverability or admissibility of any information that
is available from any source other than the committee in a judicial, administrative, arbitration or
mediation proceeding.”.

On page 4, line 11, delete “a” and insert “any”.

In line 12, before “other” insert “any”.

Delete page 5 and insert:

“SECTION 4. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the General Fund appropriation
made to the Oregon Health Authority by section 1 (1), chapter 545, Oregon Laws 2017, for the
biennium ending June 30, 2019, for programs, is increased by $46,202 for the purpose of car-
rying out the provisions of sections 1 to 3 of this 2018 Act.

“SECTION 5. This 2018 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public
peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2018 Act takes effect

on its passage.”.
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
