HOUSE BILL 4145

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 8, delete “(A)(i)” and insert “(A)”.

In line 9, delete “or”.

Delete lines 10 through 12.

On page 2, after line 23, insert:

“SECTION 1a. (1) A person commits the crime of unlawfully ob-

taining a court order if the person:

“(a) Files a petition for a court order restraining another person

from stalking, intimidating, molesting or menacing the other person’s

family or household member, the other person’s child or a child of the

other person’s family or household member; and

“(b)(A) Knowingly provides false information in the petition in or-

der to prohibit the other person from lawfully possessing firearms; or

“(B) Files the petition with the intent to harass or annoy the other

person by prohibiting the other person from lawfully possessing

firearms.

“(2) Unlawfully obtaining a court order is a Class A misdemeanor.

“(3) As used in this section, ‘family or household member’ has the

meaning given that term in ORS 135.230.”.
