On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “marijuana” delete the rest of
the line and line 3 and insert “; amending ORS 475B.928.”.

Delete lines 5 through 29 and delete pages 2 through 5 and insert:

“SECTION 1. ORS 475B.928 is amended to read:

“475B.928. (1) For purposes of this section, ‘reasonable regulations’ in-

cludes:

“(a) Reasonable limitations on the hours during which the marijuana
grow site of a person designated to produce marijuana by a registry iden-
tification cardholder, a marijuana processing site or a medical marijuana
dispensary may operate;

“(b) Reasonable conditions on the manner in which the marijuana grow
site of a person designated to produce marijuana by a registry identification
cardholder, a marijuana processing site or a medical marijuana dispensary
may transfer usable marijuana, medical cannabinoid products, cannabinoid
concentrates, cannabinoid extracts, immature marijuana plants and seeds;

“(c) Reasonable requirements related to the public’s access to the
marijuana grow site of a person designated to produce marijuana by a reg-
istry identification cardholder, a marijuana processing site or a medical
marijuana dispensary; and

“(d) Reasonable limitations on where the marijuana grow site of a person

designated to produce marijuana by a registry identification cardholder, a
