(1) In addition to the reimbursement methodology
described in section 24, chapter 736, Oregon Laws 2003, the Department

of Human Services shall pay long term care facilities an additional
$9.75 per resident who receives medical assistance if:

“(a) The long term care facility is Medicaid certified;

“(b) The long term care facility submitted to the department an
acquisition plan to purchase long term care bed capacity under section
15, chapter 608, Oregon Laws 2013, on or after October 1, 2013, and on
or before June 30, 2016; and

“(c) The department finds the long term care facility meets quality
standards adopted by the department.

“(2) The department shall continue making the payments described
in subsection (1) of this section for a period of four years from the date
on which the department approved an acquisition plan under section
15, chapter 608, Oregon Laws 2013.”.
