Creates and extends sunsets for certain property tax exemption and special assessment programs. 

Requires three-year waiting period for annexation of property that is zoned to allow residential use as permitted use in 
zone and is in residential use when annexation is initiated. 

Authorizes district or city to require consent to eventual annexation of property before providing extraterritorial service
to property. 

Requires that, in election proposing annexation, votes from city and territory to be annexed be counted separately to 
determine separate majorities if territory to be annexed includes 100 acres or more. 

Defines "center of the subject tract" for siting certain permissible forest dwellings. 

Redefines "historic home" to include dwellings built before 1974 for purpose of serving as accessory dwelling unit to 
homes newly constructed on rural residential lands.
