Prohibits county from considering property tax classification of dwellings that were previously removed, destroyed,

demolished or converted to nonresidential uses when reviewing application for replacement dwelling on lands zoned
for exclusive farm use.

Requires State Department of Agriculture to adopt rules governing processing and sale of beef and lamb that does not
travel in interstate commerce.
