Allows development of parsonage on land where nonresidential place of worship is allowed use. 

Allows listed eastern Oregon counties that undertake economic opportunity analysis to designate up to 50 acres outside
urban growth boundaries for industrial and other employment uses notwithstanding statewide planning goals related to 
agriculture, forest use or urbanization. 

Allows farm direct marketer sales and consignment sales of olive oil. 

Allows county to approve certain divisions of land zoned for exclusive farm use for purposes of siting utility facilities 
necessary for public service.
