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2417

Establishes alternate death benefit for surviving spouse of member of Public Employees Retirement System who dies
before retirement.

2646
Provides that for purposes of determining salary of certain member of Public Employees Retirement System, housing
allowance paid to prison chaplain shall be treated as includable in member's taxable income under Oregon law.

2647
Allows certain police officers commissioned by Oregon Health and Science University to elect to discontinue
participation in alternative retirement program and to elect to participate in Public Employees Retirement System for
purposes of service performed as police officer commissioned by Oregon Health and Science University on and after
date of election.

2786
Provides that district attorneys and deputy district attorneys qualify as police officers under Public Employees
Retirement System.

2861
Directs Public Employees Retirement Board to provide members of individual account program of Public Employees
Retirement System with written disclosure statement about investment options available under program.

3130
Exempts retired member of Public Employees Retirement System from limitations on reemployment if member is
reemployed for purposes of providing security to Governor's residence or judges or for purposes of law enforcement
related to access and habitat programs.

2838
Provides that hours worked by retired police officer employed by school district to provide law enforcement, security
or safety services do not count for purposes of limitations on reemployment of retired member of Public Employees
Retirement System.
